Curbside brush pickup is offered as an alternate monthly service March through October.  Brush must be at 
curbside by 7am Monday of the week of pickup.  Do NOT leave brush at curbside other than those pickup dates.  
Trimmings from trees, shrubs and vines only.  Maximum length six feet.  NO ROOTS, STUMPS, SOIL, OR 
GRASS.  You may bring trimmings which do not coincide with your pickup schedule to the Conservation Drop Off 
Center.  You may also drop off grass clippings from April 1 to November 30 (clippings must be removed from bags 
and placed in the proper container located at the site).  Call Public Works for any further information at 799-0099.

Herbicide Spraying:  All Plainsboro parks will be sprayed for weed control between April 18 and 22 (weather permitting).  
Notices will be posted at the Municipal Complex and will appear in local newspapers.  Park areas should not be used for 24 
hours after spraying.  Warning flags will be posted at the sites. 
 
Weed Control Program: Public Works will be applying herbicides to all street curb/pavement joints throughout the Township 
during the months of April through June.  Notices will be posted at Township facilities and will appear in local newspapers.
